Sandhill is a unique variety with
thoroughbred bloodlines. Dr. Leah Brilman
developed Sandhill using a combination of
plants selected from the original  Providence
germplasm collection, early SR 1119 material,
and the best plants from our Houston, Texas
collection. The clones were screened at the
University of Missouri for Brown Patch
resistance in spaced plant nurseries, mown
for increased stress, and inoculated with
several strains of the disease organism. The
surviving materials were further evaluated
for turf quality, seed production, disease
resistance, color and texture. The result is
Sandhill, a variety that provides superior
performance under a broad range of climates
and management regimes.

Sandhill is perfectly adapted for greens, tees and fairways over a broad range
of growing conditions. Its early Spring green-up makes it perfect for cooler,
more temperate climates. A broad genetic base creates an unmatched variety,
resistant to Brown Patch, Take-All Patch and Dollar Spot; a perfect choice in
warmer, more humid environments. Because of its dark green color and
medium fine texture, Sandhill can be blended with Brighton creeping bentgrass,
or other SRO varieties, for added genetic diversity.

This superior creeping bentgrass variety has shown excellent performance in
low input trials for greens and fairways, with no fungicide treatment. Sandhill
is available in greens and fairway quality for both domestic and overseas
customers.
